NHS Plus Regional Champions for Clinical standards

The role of the new posts of NHS Plus regional champions will be to assist the NHS Plus Director of Clinical Standards to disseminate and implement the work of the NHS Plus clinical standards programme, including the work of the newly formed OHCEU.

Regional champions will be expected to stimulate the incorporation of the recommendations of NHS Plus evidence-based guidelines into local practice and local audit.  They will also be expected to encourage the participation of local NHS trusts in the national audits being undertaken by OHCEU.  Regional champions will be given assistance to disseminate the NHS Plus clinical standards programme work via local educational programmes.  

Individuals will be required to attend two regional forums per year, based in different regions on a rotational basis. The first meeting will be held on date and city 

The position will attract an honorarium of £1000 per year. Reasonable travel expenses will be reimbursed.
