Consultant Occ Physician Activity Categories

Background

To facilitate analysis and comparison of consultant workloads, it has been recommended that the following categories may reasonably reflect the likely activities of most NHS consultant occupational physicians. It is suggested that individual consultants may wish to compare their work activities with colleagues based upon these categories.

	Clinical appointments
	All “patient contact work” including clinics and face to face consultations.

	Clinical related follow-up
	All written and verbal follow-up work, resulting from above.


	Giving (ad hoc)Clinical advice
	Providing ad hoc patient clinical advice other than above eg advice to OHNs, and managers etc.

	Non Case specific clinical advice
	General clinical admin, policy work etc.

	Management of contamination incidents
	Any work during normal working hours.

	Workplace visits
	Any workplace visited connected with the clinical care of employees

	Employer related meetings
	attendance at health and safety, control of infection, H/R meetings etc.

	Professional Activities
	CPD, audit, revalidation, etc.

	Teaching / training others
	Training nurses, managers, colleagues etc.

	Contract Management work
	All activities pertaining to core OH contractural arrangements

	OH Service Management
	All activities pertaining to the management of the core Occupational Health service.

	Other Service management
	All activities pertaining to the management of other agreed responsibilities eg. Safety, physio, psychology, risk management, etc.

	Travelling
	Travel between work sites but not from home to base.

	Other
	Anything else which could not be included within the above categories ( should not be used except in exceptional circumstances)
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
